4.4. In the event of a motivated refusal of the Customer, the
parties draw up a bilateral act with a list of necessary
improvements and the timing of their implementation.

4.5. In case of early performance of work, the Customer
has the right to prematurely accept and pay for work at a
contract price.

4.6. In case of repeated improper performance of this
Agreement by the Contractor after sending the Act
referred to in paragraph 4.4. to the Contractor, the
Customer has the right to refuse to accept the Works,
and prepared reports on its findings. The Act must be
drawn up in 2 (two) and signed by authorized officials
of the Contractor.

4.7. From the signing the Act referred to in paragraph
4.6. of this Agreement, the Agreement shall be
deemed to have lapsed.

5. Responsibility of the parties

5.1. For non-performance or improper performance of
obligations under this Agreement, the Customer and the
Contractor shall be liable in accordance with applicable law
and the terms of this Agreement.

5.2. The Contractor bears full liability in accordance with
applicable law and the terms of this Agreement.

5.3. If the work is not completed within the time period
specified by this Agreement, due to the fault of the
Contractor, he shall pay the Customer a penalty in the
amount of 0.5% of the amount of the cost of work for each
day of delay, but not more than 10% of the amount of the
Agreement.

5.4. For violation of the payment terms stipulated by
clauses 2.1, 2.3 of this Agreement, and delay in acceptance
of work performed, the Customer shall pay the Contractor
a fine in the amount of 0.5% of the amount payable for
each day of delay, but not more than 10% of the amount of
the Agreement.

5.5. In the event of the occurrence of the conditions
agreed in paragraph 4.6. of this Agreement and
drawing up an Act of refusal to accept the Works, the
Contractor within 10 (ten) banking days undertakes
to return the prepayment referred to in paragraph
2.3.1. of this Agreement to the Customer.

6. Confidentiality

6.1. The parties undertake to keep secret any information
and data submitted by each of the parties in connection
with this Agreement, not to disclose or disclose in general
or in particular facts or information to any third party
without the prior written consent of the Customer and vice
versa. The obligations of confidentiality and non-use
imposed on the Contractor by this Agreement will not
apply to publicly available information, as well as to
information that becomes known through no fault of the
Contractor.

6.2. The information provided to the Customer in
accordance with this Agreement is intended solely for him
and may not be transmitted either partially or fully to third
parties or used in any other way with the participation of

7. Settlement of disputes

7.1. All disputes and disagreements between the Customer
and the Contractor in connection with this agreement must
be resolved by the parties through negotiations. If the
parties fail to reach an agreement, all disputes and
disagreements arising from or in connection with this
agreement should be considered by the Economic Court of
Tashkent at the location of the Customer’s organization.

8. Force Majeure

8.1. The parties are exempted from liability for partial or
complete failure to fulfill obligations under this agreement
if it was the result of a fire, flood, earthquake, war,
blockade and other generally recognized force majeure
circumstances, the publication of acts of state bodies. In the
event of force majeure, the parties are obliged to inform
each other about the occurrence of such circumstances in
writing with the provision of documents certifying these
circumstances issued by the relevant authorities.

8.2. In case of prolongation of force majeure circumstances
for a period of more than 2 (two) months, the received
prepayment (with the exception of the obligations fulfilled
by the parties) under this agreement shall be returned
within 10 (ten) banking days.

9. Duration of the contract
9.1. This agreement comes into force from the moment of
its signing by the parties and is wvalid until

10. Procedure for amending and terminating the
contract
10.1. Any changes and additions to this agreement are valid
only if they are executed in writing and signed by
authorized persons of the “Customer” and “Contractor”.
10.2. The parties have the right to unilaterally terminate the
contract in the following cases:

in case of non-performance of the contract by the
"Contractor" during the term of this contract;

in case of a one-time violation of the terms of this
contract or the quality of the delivered batch of products
does not match the contractual obligations.
The party which has the right to terminate the contract is
obliged to notify the other party of its intention in writing.
In case of termination of the contract for the above reasons,
the "Contractor" is obliged to guarantee the return of the
amount of the advance payment.

11. Other conditions

11.1. Neither party can transfer its rights or obligations
under this agreement to any third party without the written
consent of the other party.

11.2. In the event of a change in the name of the payment or
other details of the parties, the other party shall be
immediately informed of this in writing.
