Service Provider shall be given a
reasonable period of time within which to come into
compliance with laws or regulations enacted after award of
the Contract.

21.3. Service Provider shall promptly notify Owner in writing
of any reportable release of Hazardous Materials on the Work
or the Site, specifying the nature and quantity of the release,
the location of the release, and the measures taken to contain
and clean up the release and ensure that future releases do not
occur.

21.4. Testing - Owner may conduct any testing, sampling, and
analyses of Hazardous Materials or suspected Hazardous
Materials it deems necessary. Such testing shall be at Service
Provider’s expense if Service Provider, its agents, employees,
subcontractors or their agents and employees have caused
Hazardous Materials to be on the Site.

22, HAZARDOUS MATERIALS REQUIREMENTS
